The aromas and tastes of ZINZILLA are blackberry, boysenberry, raspberry, and 
dark cherry. This wine gives new meaning to the term “jammy.” ZINZILLA 
expresses dense layers of berries, chocolate, pepper and spice. This big brooding 
monster zinfandel may color your teeth but it is balanced and has achieved a delicacy 
that is accomplished by keeping the alcohol to 14.4%. Big wines are meant to accom-
pany big food. Barbecue ribs, burgers and grilled steak are all excellent pairings. 
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
